5. Think about why the walls of the atria are smaller than those of the ventricles.

6. Identify the front and back of the heart.

7. The mammalian heart is “lop-sided.” Which side is larger and why do you think it is?
8. Using wool trace the path of blood from the right atrium to the left ventricle.

· Superior Vena Cava (vein from body)

· Right atrium

· Left atrium

· Pulmonary Artery

· Pulmonary Veins

· Left Atrium

· Left Ventricle

· Aorta (artery to the body)

9. Teacher demonstration – Plux (trachea, lungs and heart of pig)

· Touch the lungs of the pig and think about how they feel.

· What do you think will happen to the lungs if the teacher were to blow air into the trachea?
